3. Cautions and basic safety rules :

• Park the coach on a level surface, apply the parking brake and shut down the engine.
• Switch off all systems and turn off the battery master switch.
• Observe safe shop practices at all times.
• Read the entire procedure before beginning to work.

4. Work procedure :

For the sake of clarity, the procedure has been shown with
the footrest clamped in a vise. It is not necessary to remove
the footrest from the coach to modify it.

To modify the footrest :

1. To free the footrest from the "up" position, slip a large screwdriver or a small
prybar between the footrest and its mounting bracket as shown in Figure 1.
Use the footrest elbow as support and push down the tool.

2. Shave down the sharp edges of the locking slot with a chisel or a sharp
screwdriver (see Figure 2).

3. Finish edges of locking slot with emery cloth to smoothen them and to
remove any burrs (see Figure 3).
